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Having books in the home is associated with both reading enjoyment and
confidence. Of children who report having fewer than 10 books in their

* homes, 42% say they do not like reading and only 32% say they are 'very

confident' readers. For children who report having over 200 books at home,

only 12% say they do not like reading and 73% consider themselves 'very

confident' readers. 8
